However, we were left with the admonition to obtain rﬂw mllk
legislative intent and validate raw milk as a food

product in our state. So, we have a window of opportunity to solidify our vic-
tory and establish a legal raw milk program in Colorado.

Again, we are asking your help in the next phase of this
campaign. Our collective action can make a difference!

Guidestone Farm is helping to organize a Legislative Action Committee to pre-
pare legislation for the 2005 Session. This committee is currently drafting lan-
guage for a bill that would be submitted to the Legislature. We are also in the
process of contacting potential Senate and House sponsors for this legislation.

Here’s how you can help.

[t’s time for all of us to contact our legislature representatives and educate them
on the value of raw milk in our personal diet and our desire to have access to
this food product. We simply ask that we have the right to create a contractual
relationship with a farmer and obtain raw milk directly from the farm.

The action you can take is to contact both your district Senate representative
and your district House representative (these are the folks who represent you
and count on your votel) Write a personal letter and follow up with an email ad-
dressing the following points:

. Itis our right as Americans and as informed consumers to have access
to the foods of our choosing.

- We want to find a way to obtain raw milk within state jurisdiction.
- Health benefits you have personally experienced by drinking raw milk.

Our committee has taken the initiative to help you locate your legislative rep-
resentatives. Please review the enclosed maps of Senate and House districts
and the corresponding lists of Senate and House representatives. Each one
of you will have a Senate rep and a House rep. If after reviewing these mate-
rials you are still unsure who your legislators are, go to www.vote-smart.org.

In composing your correspondence please note the following:

. Letters should preferably be handwritten and in your own words. A per-
sonal touch will carry the most impact.

. Briefly share your personal story and circumstances leading you to locate
a source of raw milk.

. Take this as an opportunity to stress to our legislators the value of whole
raw foods and the importance of a balanced food policy.

- Keep your letters short and to the point. Long-winded letters are not ap-
preciated

- Make sure you follow-up your personal correspondence with an email.
